SEASONAL SPECIAL MARKS TO DELINEATE PROHIBITED AREAS 
 

Notice is hereby given that, two lines of unlit yellow spherical buoys have been laid to delineate the 
boundaries of a triangular shaped area between Little Eye, the Marine Lake and the West Kirby 
foreshore.  The ‘safety triangle’ is intended to be a protection area for the public on the amenity 
beach during the summer months.  Within this area Metropolitan Borough of Wirral intends to 
prohibit para-kiting and other similar activities when the area is accessible by other beach users. 
 
The buoys are laid in the following positions (referred to WGS84 datum) and are expected to remain 
in place until they are removed in September 2018. 

Line of 4 unlit yellow spherical buoys marking the south side of the safety triangle.
